A Thousand Miles of Miracle by Archibald E. Glover
In this missionary classic, set in China long ago, Glover tells a plain, unvarnished story of a humanly
desperate situation and of a divinely miraculous salvation.

The Hiding Place by Corrie ten Boom, Elizabeth and John Sherrill

Corrie ten Boom was a woman admired the world over for her courage, her forgiveness, and her
memorable faith. In World War I, she and her family risked their lives to help Jews escape the Nazis, and
their reward was a trip to Hitler's concentration camps.

Jungle Pilot by Russell T. Hitt

In 1956, pilot Nate Saint and four other missionaries were killed in Ecuador by the Waodani(Auca) Indians
they had come to serve. Now Nate's gripping story of faithful service for Christ is brought up to date
through the epilogue written by his son, Steve.

Evidence Not Seen: A Woman's Miraculous Faith in the Jungles of World War Il by Darlene Deibler Rose
This is the true story of a young American missionary woman's courage and triump of faith in the jungles
of New Guinea and her four years in a notorious Japanese prison camp. Never to see her husband again,
she was forced to sign a confession to a crime she did not commit and face the executioner's sword, only
to be miraculously spared.
